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Even if you use tobacco, 
choosing a residential 
program that has 
tobacco-free grounds 
and provides tobacco 
treatment means that 
the people around you 
are healthier and more 
successfully addressing 
their own health and well-being. 

If you choose to address your own tobacco use, 
there will be a healthy environment to support 
you in that decision.

Those who address tobacco along with other 
substance use treatment have a 25% greater 
chance of long-term recovery.1

Your counselor or other health care 
provider is here to support you. Ask 
them for assistance quitting tobacco.
